Notes:  This same form is used for AACC, ASME, IEEE, and NSF funds for student travel.  Each source of funds has slightly different requirements.  For example, NSF funds require that the student be studying at a university in the US, and preference is given to US citizens and permanent residents.  ASME and IEEE funds require membership in the relevant organization.  Students receiving ASME funds are also expected to attend the ASME-DSCD executive committee meeting on Wednesday evening.  Thus, incomplete information may prevent a student from being eligible to receive reimbursement.   

It is unlikely that full reimbursement will be available through this process.  Previous awards have been on the order of $500.  An estimate of the amount available will be made after all of the request forms are collected.  

Pages one and two (including all of the requested information) should be combined into a single pdf file and submitted through Paperplaza website.  Click on “Submit a contribution to 2008 ACC” and then “Student Travel Award Application.”
